Grade 2 starts on Friday for one pool. Grades 3 and 4 also begin play on Friday.

S. A regulation size ball will be used for 7th and 8th grade. A girl's basketball will be
used for 2nd, 3rd, 4th, Sth, and 6th grade.

6. Each half will be 16 minutes in length for 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 6th grade and
18 minutes for 7th and 8th grade. Running clock except for final 2 minutes
of each half and free throw situations (1 time out per half - 1 additional for
each team in overtime period).

7. Any team canceling their accepted entry fee after December 1, 2011 will in effect
forfeit their entry fee.
